As the end of the financial year (30th June 2009) approaches, the Australian Taxation Office 
would like to remind those eligible to make their Education Tax Refund claim. 
How do I claim the Education Tax Refund? 
• In your tax return. 
• If you don't lodge a tax return, claim on a separate form or over the phone. 
• If you use a tax agent, make sure you ask them to claim for you. 
The Education Tax Refund lets you claim up to 50% of eligible education expenses for school children. If you are 
eligible, you can get back up to $375 for each primary student and up to $750 for each Secondary student. 
You can claim things like text books, stationery and even internet costs. 
If you receive Family Tax Benefit Part A for a child at primary or secondary school, you will be eligible. Some other 
people are eligible too. To find out more about this and other information, such as, what you can and can't claim, go 
to www.australia.gov.au/educationtaxrefund or call the Tax Office on 13 28 61. 
Remember, you need to keep all receipts for expenses you claim.

Fighting 'age compression' and the commercialization of childhood

Here's a true story that helps illustrate my 
experience with age compression. It was 
the first day of kindergarten, fall of 2005. I 
had brought my class to the cafeteria for 
lunch. The students were assigned seats 
at one of our 10 round tables. I sat down 
next to a 5-year-old girl who was 
beginning to eat her lunch. "That's the 
popular table," she said matter-of-factly 
as she gestured over her shoulder. I was 
taken aback, but followed her finger to 
see where she was pointing. I looked 
again at her and asked, "Popular? What 
do you mean by that?" "Oh, you know, 
they have nice clothes," she explained. I 
thought about that for a moment, and 
since it was the first day she'd ever been 
in school, I asked, "Where did you learn 
about that?" Without a moment's 
hesitation she answered, "The Disney 
Channel."  
As the new school year began, I knew 
that one huge goal was to find ways to 

bring back childhood—making even 
more time in the day for creative and 
imaginative play. I also wanted to 
encourage kids to turn off their screens 
and become more connected with the 
natural world, their classmates, and 
themselves.  
The trouble is that media-linked toys limit 
children's play. Children need to play 
creatively. They need to invent. They 
practice problem-solving as their play 
evolves. Picture a child playing with 
wooden blocks. She builds a tower, 
pretending the smallest blocks are the 
people. As she plays, another child joins 
and builds nearby. Someone gets the 
idea to connect their two buildings, and 
they decide to turn them into a hotel and a 
parking garage. Their play continually 
evolves as they share ideas, make 
decisions and solve problems. They end 
feeling powerful and satisfied.  
Media-linked toys, however, lead children 

to imitate the 
scripts they 
have seen. 
How often 
have you 
seen children 
playing 
"Power 
Rangers," 
"Cheetah 
Girls," or 
some other 
show? The 
boys have to 
be violent 
and the girls have to be sexy. That's what 
they see, so that's what they play. When 
children act out the scripts from TV shows 
or movies, they aren't in control of their 
play. They aren't creating, they are 
imitating. This isn't a satisfying kind of 
play.

God gave us the pleasure 
of enjoying eating, but as with lots of 
delightful things we need to enjoy our 
desires within boundaries. The wonderful 
students studying Unit 3 Health and 
Human Development have learnt how diet 
is a risk factor for many diseases and they 
have learnt the specific function of 
nutrients in the body. Now they are 
putting this information into action in their 
school assessments and applying this 
knowledge to their own eating. To make it 
easier to make the right choices, 
government and non-government 
organisations, with an interest in diet, 
have come up with strategies to 
encourage the correct food choices. The 
HHD students study these strategies and 

look at the strengths and 

weaknesses of each.  

Nutrition Australia and The City of 
Melbourne now have a “Green Light-Eat 
Right” Program, soon to be implemented 
into every food outlet in the Melbourne 
CBD. Think about the foods you eat - is 
that a red, green or amber food? Do you 
think this red, green, amber classification 
is more likely to affect your food intake 
than the Healthy Living Pyramid that we 
have all seen around for years?

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Curriculum News: Curriculum News: Yr 11 Health and Human DevelopmentYr 11 Health and Human Development  

Health and Human Development has 
been a fascinating and applicable subject. 
Why?  
We live in a society that values health, 
especially physical health. Health is often 
described as our most valuable asset and 
is a major influence on our quality of life. 
Health is sometimes defined as being the 
opposite of sickness or illness, but the 
concept of health is broader than this 
definition.  
Through the study of Health and Human 
Development, students learnt that optimal 
health is more than being physically 
healthy. A definition of health that we 
regularly refer to in the subject is 
constructed by the World Health 
Organization (WHO). According to WHO, 
health is a state of complete physical, 
emotional and social well being, and not 
merely the absence of disease or 
infirmity. This definition recognizes more 
than just the physical aspect of health and 
recognizes the importance of the social 
and mental dimensions of health.  
Think about it. Have we often seen a 
person who appears physically healthy 
but not coping well with stress, feeling 
isolated or depressed? Would we classify 
that person as healthy? I think not. God 
has created us for relationships, just as 
He sought out fellowship with Adam and 

Eve in the Garden of Eden. We have 
learnt the importance of supportive social 
networks including family and friends. 
Consider the following Bible verses on the 
importance of having friends: Ecc 4:9‐10 
“Two are better than one, because they 
have a good return for their work. If one 
falls down, his friend can help him up. But 
pity the man who falls and has no one to 
help him up!”  
This semester we commenced with the 
study of various forms characteristics of  
development including social, physical 
and emotional development across the 
various stages of life. Students displayed 
their understanding of each stage of the 
lifespan characteristics through the 
creation of posters, detailing the 
developmental milestones of each stage. 
As a class, we had discussions of what to 
expect at each life stage. We used 
diagrams of different lifespan stages and 
students had to suggest the age ranges of 
each stage.  
As we read through our textbooks and 
medical articles, students raised common 
questions that often fascinate us. They 
included, “Which type of influences have 
more impact on our growth and 
development?” and “Do inherited 
influences or environmental influences 
have greater impact on our 
development?”  
What we found was that both genetic and 
environmental influences play an equally 
important role in the variation of pubertal 
timing.  
Through the study of Health and Human 
Development, students have become 
aware of the interrelationships that exist 
between their health and development 
and how different environments influence 
this process. This understanding provides 
a basis for students investigating the 
possibility of varying health and 

development outcomes between 
individuals and across populations.  
They learnt that determinants of health, 
such as socioeconomic status and 
educational attainment, are inextricably 
linked to health and well-being, making 
some people more vulnerable to illness, 
injury, or death.  
Other areas that were studied throughout 
this semester included; Cultural 
differences and associated difficulties in 
defining adolescence as a stage of the 
lifespan; changes in physical 
development for male and female youth 
that occur at puberty as a result of 
inherited and environmental influences; 
the social, emotional and intellectual 
changes that occur while establishing a 
personal identity; a range of social, 
emotional and physical risk taking, 
(including risks that assist personal and 
social growth and those that endanger 
health and life); the social and cultural 
influences on the rights and 
responsibilities of males and females 
associated with independence and 
interdependence; community perceptions 
of male and female youth, including the 
role of the media in influencing these 
perceptions; the impact of food intake and 
physical activity on youth health and 
development.  
Throughout the semester, students 
completed written reports, case study 
analyses’, data analyses, media analyses 
and an end of unit test.

Being proficient with numbers is important in everyday 
situations, such as finding a genuine bargain when shopping or 
cooking up a great recipe. In Year 7 Mathematics, we focus on 
consolidating these number skills so that everyone can be 
confident with handling new Mathematical tasks.  
 
This year, students have discovered how to use estimations to 
predict calculations, what a factor tree is and how to tell the 
difference between a composite and prime number. Some 
students learned of the worldwide quest to find a prime number 
that consists of more than 500,000 digits! Year 7 students have 
practised adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing fractions 
and decimals. They have found some amazing mathematical 
configurations, such as finding an infinite number pattern when 
converting various fractions to decimals. 
 
 

The fraction assignment was met with great enthusiasm as it 
involved eating pizza in class! Groups of students had to cut 
their pizzas into sixths or eighths and then use their abilities to 
add and subtract fractions to answer a set of questions. It was 
a wonderful opportunity to see fractions being used within an 
everyday situation! 
 
Lateral thinking is also actively encouraged and sometimes 
puzzles are given to promote this. The following is one old 
puzzle that many of the Year 7 students worked out much 
faster than the teachers! Have a go! Are you as clever as the 
students who saw the answer immediately?

Do you know that Pythagoras was a 
Greek philosopher and mathematician 
who lived approximately from 582-500 
BC? During his life the Persians invaded 
Egypt, Greek city-states developed, and 
citizens were allowed to have a say in 
government. Amongst all this interesting 
historical information our Year 9 
Mathematicians studied about 
Pythagoras’ famous theorem and how to 
implement it in various situations.  
Over the course of the past two terms our 
Year 9 students also investigated the 
safety of staircases in regards to the 
“Australian Home Building Code” using 
algebraic formulae. It should be 
mentioned, that most of the staircases 
looked at were found to be safe and 
sound. However, if you are unsure 
whether you are treading on safe steps in 
your own home, I am sure our students 
would love to help with an assessment.  
Furthermore, we covered Trigonometry as 
well as Factorising and Expanding 
Algebraic Expressions. SOH CAH TOA 
was a catchy phrase! We made sure we 
clearly understood the difference between 
congruent and similar figures in 
Geometry.  
Indices might be an interesting fact for 
some financial planners and stock 
brokers. In Year 9 Mathematics, however, 
we used a slightly different kind of indices 
and investigated how they can be used to 
express very large or very small numbers 
in a concise way. Maybe you would like to 
try the following problem: “If a chessboard 
were to have a grain of rice placed upon 
each square such that one grain were 
placed on the first square, two on the 
second, four on the third and so on, 

doubling the number of grains on each 
subsequent square, how many grains of 
rice would be on the chessboard at the 
finish? Could you count them all? 
Our Year 9 students have done 
marvellous work over the past semester. 
We are sure this will stand them in good 
stead for the remainder of the school year 
and the years ahead in Secondary 
School.  
 

Some student comments below give 
the students’ perspective on the 
course so far: 
This year in Maths we have been quite 
productive. We started by learning about 
Pythagoras’s Theorem followed by 
Trigonometry. We have also been taught 
more in Geometry, Measurement and 
Algebra. For homework, we have been 
doing ‘Maths Mate’ which has been great 
for helping us remember what we have 
been doing in class as it covers almost all 
of the topics we have been learning in 
school. Our teacher has been supportive 
and encouraging. She explains our work 
thoroughly, and in-depth, in a way that we 
can understand. Even though we have 
Math classes five times in a week, our 
teacher still somehow manages to keep 
us engaged and does her best to keep 
Maths enjoyable. This year so far has 
been great.
